Policy Implications for Knowledge Intensive Business Services (KIBS) and Innovation in
Regions in a Globalised Economy

KIBS play important roles in systems of innovation, internationally, nationally and regionally in both
urban and rural environments. The overall approach of this Research Network is to contribute to new
theoretical explanations for KIBS activity, provide a review of methodological approaches and new
evidence, and inform policy making.

The main focus of this third Seminar will be multitasking in the rural world: small firms, technological
change and sustainability.
